2 Corinthians 8:9 “For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though He was rich, yet for your sakes He became poor, that you through His poverty might become rich.”
1) What is considered the greatest mystery of the Christian faith?

2) What must we understand for the difficulties of the Christian faith to make sense?
3) List two things the New Testament conveys to us regarding the identity of the baby in the Incarnation.
4) What did the apostle John want to make clear by using the phrase ‘Son of God?’
5) List the seven things John tells us about the Word Who became flesh in John 1:1-18.
6) How did the Incarnation change the Son of God’s relationship to the devil?
7) Though we do not fully understand the Incarnation, how should we think of it?

8) What is the key verse in understanding the Incarnation of Christ?

9) What did Paul mean when he wrote that Christ ‘emptied’ Himself and ‘became poor’?
10) How can we account for Jesus’ divine capacities being restrained?
11) Why didn’t Jesus do everything He could have done?

12) What did the author mean by, “The Christmas spirit itself ought to be the mark of every Christian all year around”?
13) List five verses supporting the doctrine of the Incarnation. (Only use two from the book.)

A thought to meditate upon: The Incarnation should never be viewed as a marvel of nature, but instead the ‘wonder of grace.’
